    The Mary Ann Ward scholarship honors the spirit, passion, and creativity of Mary Ann Ward, who was a beloved faculty member of Oklahoma State University.  This scholarship, established in Mary’s honor, covers registration fees and lodging for the OKTESOL conference.  Nominees should be professionals or university students in the ESL/TESOL field.  Recipients should be those individuals that are in most need of funding, and that otherwise would not be able to attend the conference without the award.  Furthermore, recipients should be able to demonstrate how they would benefit from attending the fall conference and how their acquired knowledge from  conference participation would be used to help others.
